All students have the right to: 

✓ Feel safe and happy in school 

✓ Be listened to and treated with respect 

✓ Learn without fear 

✓ Report any problem without being blamed 

✓ Have privacy and protection 

WHEN TO REPORT 

Report if you see or experience: 

▪ Bullying 

▪ Physical harm 

▪ Threats or harassment 

▪ Abuse or neglect 

▪ Anything that makes you feel unsafe, scared, or uncomfortable 

HOW TO REPORT 

Talk to any trusted adult at school: 

▪ Teacher 

▪ Nurse 

▪ Counsellor 

▪ Principal 

▪ Prefect of Discipline 

▪ Any CPT Member 



Your identity will be kept CONFIDENTIAL. 

The CPT will listen, investigate, protect, and take action immediately. 

WHAT THE SCHOOL WILL DO 

UPS will: 

➢ Act fast on any report 

➢ Protect the child and stop the harm 

➢ Provide counselling and support 

➢ Coordinate with UAE authorities if needed 

➢ Ensure a safe learning environment for all students
